> The White Paper on Sport set the basics of the development of the EU sport policy, followed by 2009 entry

into force of the Lisbon Treaty and adoption of three EU Work Plans for Sport by the Council of Ministers
(2011-2014, 2014-2017 and 2017-2020).

> the political and legal framework of the sports sector.

The entry into force of the Lisbon Treaty in 2009 and the White paper were the baseline for the first policy document adopted
by the Commission on the sport after the Lisbon called the “Developing the European Dimension in Sport”.
